A BRIEF HISTORY OF
STONE HOUSE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH

In 1995, a Task Force led by Anne Treichler from the Williamsburg
Presbyterian Church, was established by the Presbytery to study and
recommend a location for a new church to be part of the Presbyterian
Church (USA). Three years later, on May 21, 1998, two members of WPC,
Ray Adams and Gene DeBlass, held the first informational meeting with 29
people attending. On June 24 of that same year, the Task Force
recommended purchasing property in the Stonehouse development in Upper
James City County.

The Stonehouse Development from which our church gets it’s name,
comes from a ‘stone house’ built in the late 1600s by plantation owner and
gentleman farmer Bryan Smith, as a blockhouse to protect his lands from the
rebel followers of Nathaniel Bacon.

The Inaugural Worship Celebration was held on December 6, 1998,
the first Sunday in Advent, with approximately 50 people attending. The
Rev. Dr. Neil Stevenson preached, and continued to serve in an interim
capacity until April 16, 2000. Many other pastors from the area assisted the
congregation until August 2000, when The Rev. Dr. Robert Melone, Jr. was
called to be our Organizing Pastor. Bob had been serving as Senior
Pastor/Head of Staff of the First Presbyterian Church of the Covenant in
Erie, PA for eight years, and for the six years prior to that as the Associate
Pastor at First Presbyterian Church of York, PA. He and his wife, Jeanne
“Shan” Hartzner Melone have three children, Stefan(20), Jacob (17) and
Kirsten (14). Bob received his Bachelor of Arts Degree in International
Relations from The American University in Washington, DC in 1983; his
Master of Divinity degree from Princeton Theological Seminary in 1986, and
his Doctor of Ministry degree from Gordon-Conwell Theological Seminary.

Colleen Lynch is the longest member of the church staff and has
been serving in a variety of capacities since the church’s founding. Today,
she is our Business Manager, and serves as a ‘jack-of-all-trades’! In the
Spring of 2001, Ms. Paula Cromer was hired as our first worship leader, and
she served lovingly and faithfully until her untimely death 16 months later.

Stone House Presbyterian Church was chartered in October 2002,
and almost immediately began to look toward the building of our first
facility. Under the dedicated and capable leadership of Mike Cavallo, funds
were obtained and ground was broken in the spring of 2006. Leif Romberg
has chaired the Building Committee with great skill and devotion, and both
of these men worked tirelessly to get us where we are today.

After worshipping in the Toano Middle School for nine years, we are
excited to begin worship at 9401 Fieldstone Parkway, and to move into a
building that is not our own, but to, and for, the glory of our God.
