First there's the busy spinning of the
thread; then the pitch into space. Catch,
hold, anchor; and back to the beginning to
do it all over again. Links and nodes
appear, woven together, carefully tested.

The
Outreach Committee continually works
on enlarging and refining parts of this
web.

As part of our Latino Driving
project last year we provided
layettes to pregnant women who
were being driven to doctors'
appointments. Recently, we were
told about a young woman
pregnant with her first child who
was seen at Olde Towne Medical
Center. She and her family had
absolutely nothing ready for the
child, not even a blanket. Because
we had provided layettes in the
past, we were asked if we could
help in this emergency—word gets
around. Kim Romberg quickly
organized our "layette
contributors" and pulled together
a great layette in a couple of days.
We couldn't have done this
without the support and generous
contributions of the congregation
last year. Thanks to all.

In February we participated in the
Salvation Army canteen project in
which several churches took turns
providing meals to the community
at Grove using the Salvation
Army's new "chuck wagon." As
you may know, the community
center at Grove is the nidus of a
number of outreach efforts from
all over the county. At a recent
gathering there, one of us
overheard someone saying,
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"Imagine! The Presbytetians are feeding
the people at Grove!" Word gets around.

In April SHPC collected diapers
and baby wipes by the dozen for
donation to Avalon. Women who
come to the shelter there often
have nothing but the clothes on
their backs, and diapers are
beyond their means. The staff at
Avalon thanked us over and over
for our genetrosity; their gratitude
has persuaded us that this
particular project is indeed
wotthwhile. What's ahead? The
school supplies drive begins in
August, and United Way Day of
Caring is scheduled for early
September. In the past we've
always responded generously
when asked for donations, but
sometimes we're more thrifty
when asked for volunteers.
Volunteers are vital in extending
our reach and making ourselves
better known in our community;
after all, wherever you find a link
or a node in a web, you'll find a
person. We're all part of our
church web; let's try, each one of
us, to contribute in person to a
new venture this year. Word will
get around.
