Pebbles of Truth 
It was a gorgeous Saturday morning – around 65 degrees, the leaves on the trees of Duke of Gloucester Street 

just beginning to turn to beautiful shades of red and gold and orange, and the smell of wood burning . . . somewhere.  
It was one of those “God-I-can’t-believe-I-get-to-live-in Williamsburg” mornings.  I was, in the words of that great 
hymn . . . “lost in wonder, love and praise!”   

I, and Jeanne when she’s not working, love spending Saturday mornings at the Farmer’s Market in Merchant’s 
Square, and then walking down DOG Street before the crowds of tourists invade this wonderful town in which we are 
all privileged to live.  We love the Colonial area, and as a result, I spend a great deal of time there.   Whether I’m at 
Aroma’s working on a sermon and enjoying a chai, or wandering through the colonial garden checking on the 
artichoke plants that always amaze me, my times at CW have become extremely meaningful prayer times.   

Now please don’t misunderstand me!  These are not times when I lay my laundry list out before God, and let 
Him know of all the things that I’d like Him to take care of before the day is through.  These are not times when I try 
to convince God of those things that really need to change in my life, or in the world at large.  They are not even the 
times when I thank Him for blue skies, friendly people, or nice places to live.  In fact, more and more, these are the 
very last things that I incorporate into my prayer life.   

You see, in recent years, my prayer life has deepened to the point that today, prayer is, in the words of Brother 
Lawrence, “practicing the presence of God.”  The sickness and tragedies that are part of life, are just that – parts of 
life!  Tumors grow.  Hurricanes form.  Hearts stop beating.  And accidents occur.  It’s all part of life.  And the fact that 
these things exist at all make it clear that God doesn’t intervene and make them all go away.  But this doesn’t mean we 
stop praying!  Not at all.  Rather, it just means that we need to reexamine the shape and form of our prayer life. 

You see, that is really what prayer is living life!  It’s going about our day to day activities. . . as loved and 
treasured children of God.  When Paul calls us to pray without ceasing, he’s calling us to life in the presence of God.  
He’s calling us to, as much as it is possible, live each moment mindful of God’s presence in us and around us, to 
meditate and reflect on the things of God, and to go about our daily tasks as Jesus would – doing what He would do, 
thinking what He would think, and saying what He would say.  It’s about remembering God, in the midst of our daily 
lives.   

This, my friends, is prayer.  And as the seasons of Thanksgiving, Advent and Christmas draw near, may we all 
have frequent and meaningful experiences . . . practicing the presence of God.
