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That's right: Operation Christmas 
Child, commonly known as Shoeboxes, 
has crept up on us again.  Most Christians 
have been filling shoeboxes for years, and 
the program needs no introduction for 
them, but for those who haven't 
participated before or who are curious 
about its origins, a look at the founding 
organization, Samaritan's Purse, may be 
helpful. 

Samaritan's Purse was started in 
1970 by Bob Pierce and later continued 
and expanded by Franklin Graham.  The 
name comes from the Good Samaritan 
(Luke 10:30-37), who helped a man left for 
dead by robbers after two other travelers 
who could have helped passed him by.  It 
is often forgotten, however, why Jesus told 
the story in the first place.  In Luke 10:25-
29 Jesus reminds his listeners that they 
should love their neighbor as themselves, 
and one of them asks, "But who is my 
neighbor?"  In telling this parable Jesus 
would  not have had to explain that 
Samaritans were not liked or trusted by the 
Jews of Judea because they were 
"outsiders," whereas the two travelers who 
passed the injured man were "insiders," or 
fellow Jews.  A "neighbor" is someone 
who helps when help is needed no matter 
who the vulnerable person is. 

 

Samaritan's Purse is an evangelical 
Christian mission organization that works 
with national churches to provide "spiritual 
and physical aid to hurting people around 
the world."  It now has many components, 
including disaster, war, disease, and famine 
relief programs, community development 
programs, medical projects, and programs 
intended to help vulnerable children who 
are caught in crisis situations of all kinds.  
Operation Christmas Child is part of this 
last endeavor.  It ships millions of 
shoeboxes to children all over the world, 
including to some in this country.  Its scale 
is astounding, yet the truly astonishing fact 
is that each shoebox gift has the power to 
change the hopes and dreams of one child 
just like the little girl or boy standing in 
your neighbor's driveway.  The child in 
China or Timbuktu who will open your 
shoebox is your neighbor no less. 

Shoebox collection at SHPC will 
take place on October 28 and November 4 
and 11.  Wrapped shoeboxes will be 
provided in the latter weeks of October.  
Please take one--it's another way to "be the 
church" and help our neighbors at the 
same time. 

 

A quote from the Church History Class

discussed an article by Guy Kawasaki, a 
Presbyterian from Menlo Park, CA.  Guy 
is a former Apple 'guru', and highly sought-
after speaker on the subject of creativity and 
innovation.  In his book, "The art of the 
start", he shares 10 tips for turning ideas 
into action, and creating an organization (or 
church) that can change the world.   

 
1)    Make Meaning: Create good things, 
end bad things, and perpetuate existing good 
things. 
2)    Make Mantra: Select 3-4 words that 
clearly tell what you do. 
3)    Jump to the next curve:  Don't be 
content doing things 10% better, do them 
10X better. 
4)    Roll the D-I-C-E-E:  Great innovation 
is Deep, Intelligent, Complete, Elegant, and 
Emotive. 
5)    Don't worry, be snappy:  You can't 
always wait to be perfect . . . don't be afraid 
to move. 
6)    Don't be afraid of polarizing people:  
If you try to make everyone happy, you'll 
end up with mediocrity. 
7)    Let a hundred flowers blossom:  So 
fields, not window boxes. 
8)    Churn, baby, churn:  Fix your bugs 
and tweak your innovation. 
9)    Niche Thyself:  If you try to reach 
everyone, you'll reach no one.    
10)  Don't let the naysayers get you 
down:   That says it all!
